SUMMARY OF WORK TO BE PERFORMED:

Previous work, with funding from an FAA grant, has been performed by Auburn in the area of canine detection odor signatures for explosives (No. 97-G-020).  This agreement will further the work that has previously been performed.

The overall objective is to expand understanding of how dogs deliver odorants to the sensory epithelium and how that tissue responds to those odorants.   It is believed that an increased understanding of behavioral, anatomical, and cellular mechanisms involved in olfaction will improve detector dog breeding and selection techniques and provide a biological foundation for development of trace substance detection technology.  

Specifically, this work will try to (1) determine air flow patterns through the         nasal cavity by correlating sniff behavior and 3D models of the nasal cavity’s       gross anatomy; and (2) characterize the cellular physiology and biochemistry        of the canine olfactory
