As you know, the Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) has continued to support the Transportation Security Administration (TSA) in awarding and monitoring of “aviation” related grants and cooperative agreements.  In this regard, the TSA has decided that all their accounting functions will be administered by the U. S. Coast Guard.  The FAA Accounting Office at the W.J Hughes Technical Center will no longer process payments for TSA.  If you have recently submitted payment requests to the FAA, they will be forwarded to the address below.  Therefore, this is official notification that starting today, all invoices/SF-270’s for payments are to be forwarded to the following address:

Please notate as much identifying info as possible on your request.  For example, the name and address of the institution; grant or cooperative agreement number (always has a “G” in it); a DUNS number and please notate if you are in the Central Contract Registration (CCR) system.

If you need to speak to a Customer Service Representative for the Coast Guard concerning payment information, please call (757) 523-6940.  Although the FAA Grants Office does not process payments, you can always call the FAA Grant Analyst that is notated in your award letter if you have unresolved problems concerning payments.

Remember….funds may be advanced to the grantee to cover estimated disbursement needs for an initial period.  This is accomplished by submitting an  SF-270.  Grantees are required to deposit all cash received into a separate interest-bearing account.  The interest generated is to be remitted to the Coast Guard at least quarterly, accompanied by a copy of the bank statement(s) for the period covered.  At this time, grantees are allowed to retain interest accrued up to $250 per year for administrative expenses.  An advance is only recommended if a grantee intends to spend the funds within a short period of time and does not have enough funds on hand to pay the expenditures incurred and wait for reimbursement.
